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ARRIVAL IN SELWYN

Collect your keys!

Upon arrival, go to the Porters’ Lodge at the main entrance of Selwyn on Grange Road. They
will check you into your room, and provide you with: your room key, an MCR Common

Room key (upon request) and your University Card.
Where will I live?

Student accommodation for Fresher Graduate students (new students) is located either in

Cripps Court or hostels on Grange Road or West Road.

The Cripps Court rooms are located in staircases (the letters for each staircase are found at

the entrance of every building). Cripps Rooms are modern, newly refurbished (2014) and

are mostly ensuite. The kitchen facilities are also newly refurbished, but do not include a

freezer or an oven.

The Hostel on 21 West Road (also named the “Brown Hostel”) and 21 Grange Road has also
been newly refurbished (2017). The other hostels on Grange Road are less modern,
although usually have large kitchen spaces, gardens, laundry facilities within the property,

and cheaper rents.

Who’s Who in College

Tutor - you will be assigned a Tutor. This person looks after your pastoral care and they
are the first point of contact if you have any problems: e.g. personal or with your studies.

Director of Studies - some Masters programs will have a Director of Studies in College. This
person is usually from your faculty/department and gives advice and guidance on your
academic studies and progress.

The Porters - the Porters are the face of the College! Very knowledgable about all things
that go on in College!

College “Parents” - you will be assigned a “College parent” from an existing student in the
MCR. They will get in touch before you arrive by email and can offer any advice if you have
any questions about Selwyn or Cambridge before you get here.

Getting things done in College

Post - collected at the Porters’ Lodge - everybody has a pigeon hole. If you receive a parcel,
this will be stored at the Lodge and you will find a note in your pigeon hole allowing you to
collect it.

Laundry - laundry facilities are in: | staircase Cripps’ Court, Ann’s Court (by the gate near
38 Grange Road Hostel), Old Court (behind the bar), 29 Grange Road (behind the kitchen).
A wash costs £2.50. A tumble dry costs £1.50

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THE MCR

Congratulations and welcome to Selwyn MCR! What is the MCR? The Middle Combination
Room is the name given to the postgraduate student body of Selwyn, and all graduate

students at Selwyn are automatically members.

Selwyn MCR is at the heart of College life for graduate students at Selwyn. It is fundamental

to welcoming new graduate students (responsible for organising the notorious “Freshers’

Month” of welcome events throughout October), it provides a social space (literal and
physical) for people to unwind and organizes the big social events of the year. On a more
serious note, there is an MCR committee which represents all graduate students at College

level, and provides access to welfare supplies, support and information.

The MCR is also a literal place: a Common Room (accessed with your MCR key) located at
the bottom of ]-staircase in Cripps Court and consists of a main common room and a games
room. We have TVs, board games, books, a kitchen, table football, a pool table...and
infamous MCR bean bags known to swallow unsuspecting students. The MCR is also always
well-stocked with a selection of teas, coffees and occasionally biscuits. Perfect for some

afternoon thesis writing or reading!
MCR Benefits
The MCR offers a number of benefits to all its members including:

e subsidies on bike lights/helmets (£10/year)
e free access to and use of a bicycle repair kit

e free punt-boat/kayak/canoe hire at the Scudamore’s punt rental in town

There are also informative materials and emergency welfare supplies at the Welfare Board

in the MCR bathroom (located adjacent to the MCR Common Room).

MCR Events

Aside from the Freshers’ Month of events (running from the end of September to the end of

October), the MCR Ents Officers organise numerous events throughout the year, with
regular events including movie nights, MCR Brunch: free warm pastries, fruit and coffee in
the Balcony in Hall every Sunday morning (fron 11:30 am onwards), as well as Friday

Drinks (wine and beers) in the MCR on Friday nights (from 9 pm onwards).

Every month, the MCR organises a graduate formal dinner (at £15 per person) in the
College Hall. This is a three course dinner with a sparkling wine reception and often end
with a bop. A bop, held in the Diamond (Cripps Court), is a party with a mix of music and a
student-run bar. Our MCR Dinners are sometimes themed and are an opportunity for fancy
dress and fun costumes. Each member of the MCR can buy up to three tickets to an MCR

dinner - a good event to invite course/lab mates to.

The Ents and Social Officers also organise swaps with other College MCRs. Usually these
involve attending Formal Halls (traditional dinners) at other Colleges of the University. If

you have any ideas for events you’d like to take place - let our Ents Officers know!

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SELWYN COLLEGE and CAMBRIDGE

Selwyn is a beautiful Victorian college situated in Cambridge. If you are a humanities
student, it is very practically located next to the Sidgwick Site. On this site you may find the
HSPS faculty, the Law and Criminology faculty, the English faculty, the History faculty and

the Economics faculty. Selwyn is about a fifteen minute walk to town. You may cut through

Clare or Kings’ Colleges but you will need to show your University ID card. King’s College

closes its back door at 19:00, and Clare College at midnight.

The Facilities

Selwyn has a bar (open until 11 pm), a dining hall opened for breakfast, lunch and dinner, a
library and a chapel. The gym is located behind Cripps Court in the parking lot and is
accessible with your room key. Laundry facilities with washers and dryers are available in
Cripps Court (building K), Ann’s Court and some of the houses. There is also a music room

in Cripps Court (K) which can be booked out for practicing on the main College website.

Formal Dinners
Formals dinner at Selwyn are held every Tuesday and Thursday. Traditional candlelit

three-course meals, from 7.30-9pm. You can book normal formal dinners either online on




the MCR events portal. or at the tills in hall during cafeteria hours. You can bring a

maximum of two guests, you must wear your gown during and you can buy wine for dinner

at the college bar prior to dinner.

We also encourage you to go to other colleges for formal dinner by being invited from
members of other colleges or going on swaps organized by the MCR committee. They are a

lot of fun and a great way to see other Colleges.

Selwyn Snow Ball & May Ball
Selwyn will be holding its annual Snowball in December. It is the only college to have a
winter ball every year and Selwyn students have first pick at tickets (which can be booked

online and are around £70).

Selwyn also has a May Ball every second year, with the next one in 2018.




THE UNIVERSITY OF CAMBRIDGE

The University of Cambridge is one of the oldest in the United Kingdom. It has 31 Colleges
which are mini-communities within the University. Graduate students see their College
usually as their social ground. Your department will be where you will spending most of

your time working, particularly if you are a science student.

Where to study?

The University has over 100 libraries. You can use Selwyn library (accessible with your
room key). You can also go to the University Library which is a five minute walk from
Selwyn. There, you may borrow up to 20 books, but also sit in their reading rooms and look
at some rare books! You will need your University card to access the Library. Only clear
bags are allowed in the library. These are available to purchase at the entrance to the
library. You can then store your belongings in some lockers before entering with your key

items in a clear bag!

You may also go to department libraries across various campuses which are usually free of
access to all students. To use other College libraries you will have to be invited by a student

there. You may borrow a book from other department or college libraries; however, you

will usually need to request prior permission by contacting the librarians if you are not a

member of the library.
